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CAUTION: Be very careful to route leads in
such a manner as to avoid having them pinched DRIVE AND LOCK PAWL GUIDE
between relay and wiper housing. PINS IN GEAR POCKETS

5. Install relay-switch mounting serew (fig. 65).

6. Assemble gear box cover and washer pump assem-
bly to wiper being careful that the ground strap is
properly connected. Refer to Figure 59 for assembly
of washer pump to gear housing.

B-Drive Gear Disassembly (Fig. 68)

1. Remove washer pump assembly.

2. Remove crank arm retaining nut, crank arm, rubber
seal cap, retaining ring, shim washers, shield and
spacer washer in the order indicated.

3. Slide gear assembly out of housing (fig. 69).

4, Slide drive plate and shaft out of gear and remove the
drive pawl, lock pawl and coil spring as required.

Drive Gear—Assembly (Figs. 69 to 72)

1. Position drive pawl on drive plate.
2. Assemble lock pawl over drive pawl. .
3, Slide gear and tube over the drive shaft. (Move
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Fig. 72—Drive and Lock Pawl Guide Pins in Pockets

drive and lock pawls as required to allow their
respective pins to fit in the gear guide channel.

4, Holding the gear, manually rotate the drive plate
until the drive and lock pawl guide pins snap into
their respective pockets in the gear.
